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CLERK: Y es , si r , you d o.

SPEAKER MARVEL: Okay, the E A R amendments to 645.

SENATOR WESELY: Mr. Speaker, I move the E I R amendments
t o LB 645 .

SPEAKER MARVEL: All in favor of that motion say aye, opposed
no. The motion ca. ried. The E A R amendments are adopted.
Senator Wesely, do you want to move advancement of the billy

SENATOR WESELY: Y s, I move that LB 645 be advanced to E A R
for engr ossment .

SPEAKER MARVEL: All in favor of that motion say aye, opposed
no. Motion is carried. The bill is advanced. 747, Mr.
Clerk .

CLERK: Mr. President, there are no E lk R amendments. Senator
Warner has an amendment pending.

SPEAKER MARVEL: The Chair recognizes Senator Warner.

SENATOR WARNER: Mr. Pres1dent, I move the amendment be
adopted. What the amendment does, this dealt with a
section of law on the Records Management which does the
microfilming. A year ago we enacted legislation that
authorized the cost of microfilming the materials of
different agencies to be paid for out of their appropri­
ations which the microfilming process 1tself is funded
out of a revolving type fund, and upon the passage of
that act, in the case of the Department of Roads, the
authorization as the bill was drafted created a problem
because oi the Highway Department cash fund being de­
signated as a trust fund and the Attorney General had
made a ruling that because this was a trust fund and
the way the language was written in the bill enacted
last time, why they couldn't pay for their own micro­
filming and we would have to use general fund money.
The amount of money involved is very minor, around 47,000,
in cash funds from the Highway Department but all the
amendment does is says for microfilming purposes this
trust fund will not be considered a trust fund so that
they can go ahead and pay for the work that needs to be
done. In the A bill that accompanied the bill a year ago
that wa- presumed so it is built into their continuation
budget. The problem is that they gust can't nay the bill.
This corrects that and permits it to be done. It is
essentially a corrective amendment. I move its adoption.
