don't know where the language came from, there 1s reluc-
tance on the part of the University and some of their
people to get outside the confines of Lincoln. Now if
we want to...now, Senator Marsh, do you want me to yileld
to you or do you want to talk now? All right, I will
yield to you and then I will take my time so we don't
talk at the same time. Now I want to make 1t clear

that the citizens at that community are entitled to a
masters program in business administration. I think

I know where the reluctance happens to be but if we are
going to try to do it this way there are some other
approaches that can be used in providing that kind of
service. I want to know specifically why the University
is not moving forward with that program out there when
they positively assured us that they could do that and
that they could deliver it. The wording I think is a
reinstatement. It is a reinforcement for what a com-
mittee that spent a great deal of money and time said
and if there are those that try and erode that agree-
ment, then 1t can certainly, can be eroded by a lot of
things and that 1s to return back to the state colleges
the right to have masters programs in other than educa-
tion. I am very proud of the work that that committee
has done. I think we made some hard choices. I think
they are paying off now,but i1f there are those that are
trying to slide out of the agreement, and I want to be
specific about that 1f it is the University, then I
think that we ought to be candid about it, forthright
about it. They have had two years to work this program
out and I think everybody ought to be reasonable in terms
of time but I would hope that some of those pecple that
testified before the committee wanting that masters pro-
gram, at least we would have a chance to work it up so
at least their children could take the program in the
next fifteen years based on the current progress, I ask
you to adopt my amendment.

So,
Senator Kelly, I was Jjust mentioning that he was closing.
