the Legislature with bills recommending to the Legislature
that we simply delete this obsolete legislation. So these
bills do not represent philosophic questions or policy
questions in any sense. They are simply perfunctory
clean~-up bills to get rid of obsolete legislation. LB 1 has
to do with Section 68-1201 of the statutes that created a
Division of Social Services within the Department of Public
Welfare. At a particular point in time we changed the name
nf the Department of Public Welfare to the Department of
Social Services which created confusion in the statutes as
to which Director of Social Services was being referred to.
So this bill cleans up that ambiguity and that is the intent
of the bill. Mr. Speaker, I would ask that it be advanced.

PRESIDENT: Is there further discussion? If not, the motion
is to advance LB 1. All! those in favor vote aye, opposed
no. You are asked to record your vote on the advancement of
LB 1, a revisor bill as explained by Senator Beutler. The
motion 1is to advance LB 1. Please record your vote, 25
votes are required.

Twenty-five votes
required to advance, please record your vote. Have you all
recorded your vote?

PRESIDENT: Motion carried. LB 1 is advance to Enrollment
and Review. LB 2.

CLERK: Mr. President, LB 2 offered by Senator Beutler as
Chairman of Board. (Read title.)

PRESIDENT: Senator Beutler.

SENATOR BEUTLEK: Mr. Speaker and members of the
Legislature, again a purely technical bill. What often
happens to as when we are drafting legislation is that we
may eliminate a particular law and that law may have been
referenced in a whole number of other laws, and sometimes it
is not possible to catch all those references, and so what
this bill does, with regard to a number of statutes, it goes
back and picks up some of the incorrect referencing from

prior legislation. I would ask the advancement of the bill,
Mr. Speaker.
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
