But I'm beginning to think, you k now, we l l , w h e n
the 30 go, and it comes time for the budget, I just want
them to know, you come up with any ideas o f b r oadening t h e
tax base instead of cutting the expenses, then remember it.
I mean if we' ve got the money t o se n d 30 sen a t o r s to
Washington, and I know all 30 can't speak at once, we' re
only doing it for numbers. I do n ' t h a v e a n y object i o n t o
it, except that I think we' re supposed to set the example to
the rest of the people. I f w e ' r e go i n g t o t e l l t hem,
tighten your belt, we' re sure not much of an example . Bu t
I' ll vote for it.

SENATOR VICKERS: Mr. President and member, I d i dn ' t
realize, I guess, when I had this resolution drafted what a
rhubarb I was starting. I indicated, when this resolution
w as b e i ng di scu s s e d and S e n a to r Lamb had o f f e r e d an
amendment to cut the number to 10, that I believed it was an
important enough issue that we were talking about that we
had ought to send 20 members of this body because I believed
that numbers do mean something. I appreciate the Speaker
and his effort that he is trying to make now, but it did
catch me b y s u r p r i se . I d i d n ' t k now a b o u t i t . But I t h i nk
Senator Higgins also brings up a good point. It seems to me
that we had ought to exercise the leadership abilities that
we are s u p p o sed t o h ave and admit that, yes, i t i s go i ng t o
be dxff~cult to pick 20 people. Some people are not going
to get to go that p e rhaps would like to go. So me people
d idn ' - ge t t h e comm tte assignments they would have l i ke d
t o h ave h ad . Some pe o p l e didn ' t ge t the chairmanship
positions they would have liked t o have h ad . Some p e o p l e
d idn ' t ev e n g e t e lec ted l a st f al l t h at wou l d h ave l i k e d t o
h ave been e l e c t e d t c certain positions. But you know we are
all grown-ups. Even though I am the introducer of t h i s
resolution, even t hough it w as m y i d ea , ev e n t h oug h I
dreamed it up out of my pointed little head, that d o e s n ' t
mean that I'm automatically one of these 20. I' ll tell you
what, I'm man enough to stand here in front of you and tell
you that if I'm not one of those 20, I 'm not going to pick
up my marbles and go home. I'm going to stay here and play
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
