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of these other items too. But they want to be able to get
those who don't even know all of what else is contained in
the bill that they are aiming at. Very bad bill. But that
is my opinion of what intentionally means here.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Senator Landis. Did you want to close on
the amendments, Senator Hoagland.

SENATOR HOAGLAND: No. I will waive closing on the
amendment. The amendment, again, is simply to take some
language out of the bill.

SPEAKER NICHOL: All right. The question is the adoption of
the committee amendments. All those in favor vote aye,
opprosed nay. We're voting on the adoption of the committee
amendments. Record, Mr. Clerk. Record, Mr Clerk.

CLERK: 25 ayes, O nays, Mr. President, on adoption of
committee amendments.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Okay. The committee amendments are
adopted. Do you have anything else on the bill?

CLERK: Nothing further on the bill.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Senator Hoagland, would you like to talk
about the bill.

SENATOR HOAGLAND: Yes, let me summarize the bill, if 1I can,
Mr. Speaker and colleagues. This is a bill that has been
introduced by Senator Pirsch, Senator Chizek and Senator
Withem along with me. A bill was first introduced four
years ago by Senator Wiitala and I in response to some
concerns raised particularly in Omaha high schools, in the
west Omaha area. Some of you may have seen, about four
Years ago, a story that 60 Minutes did on this entire
subject of the problem of look-alike drugs. The subject,
basically, concerns the relatively prevalent use in high
schools in west Omaha and elsewhere in the state of drugs in
a capsule form that appear to be illegal drugs, but in some
cases aren't. Frequently there will be pills circulated in
the high schools that will have the appearance of
amphetamines, powder that will have the appearance of
cocaine, and frequently the pills will contain only
caffeine. Sometimes the sellers know that they are selling
amphetamines, sometimes they know they are selling only
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
