CLERK: 31 ayes, 0 nay- to suspend the rule and permit
Government Committee to set those bills for hearing,
Mr. President.

SPEAKER NICHCL: The rules are suspended on 467 and 471. Do
you have something, Mr. Clerk?

CLERK: Mr. President, your Committee on Revenue whose
Chairman is Senator Vard Johnson reports 121 as
indefinitely postponed and LB 473 as indefinitely postponed,

both those signed by Senator Vard Johnson as Chair. That's
all that 1 have.
