SPEAKER NICHOL: Any further discussion? You've heard
Senator Pirsch's explanation. The question is the adoption
of the resolution. All those in favor vote aye, opposed
nay. Have you all voted? Record, Mr. Clerk, please.

CLERK: 33 ayes, O nays, Mr. President, on adoption of
LR 84.

SPEAKER NICHOL: The resolution is adopted. Do you have
anything further to put in the record, Mr. Clerk?

CLERK: No, sir, not at this time.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Okay. We will move on to Final Reading.
As you well know, you must be in your seats for Final
Reading. So as soon as you are all in your seats we will
begin Final Reading. (Gavel.) Ladies and gentlemen, you

must return to your seats for Final Reading.
Sergeant-at-Arms, would you please return tae senators to
their seats. Unauthorized personnel, please leave the
floor. (Gavel.) Gentlemen, you are holding up the show. .

Thank you. Begin with LB 117, please.
CLERK: (Bill read on Final Reading.)

SPEAKER NICHOL: All provisions of law relative to procedure
having been complied with, the question is, shall LB 117
pass? All those in favor vote aye, opposed nay. Have you
all voted? Record, Mr. Clerk, please.

CLERK: (Read record vote. See page 1518 of the Legislative

Journal.) 44 ayes, O nays, 5 excused and not voting,
Mr. President.

SPEAKER NICHOL: LB 117 passes. Senator DeCamp had some
students in the south balcony.
