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you pay for it, you enjoy that. When I see the budget to
the point where user fees are going to cover everything,
when we're going to quit educating people to the point that
they become educated fools, don't even know what they want
to be when they grow up in their 40s, then I think I could
understand this, but for now I see the money being taken out
of the Roads Department. I see the people who build those
roads losing jobs. 1 see more unemployment. Then I see my
taxes going up when they become ill because after a man or a

woman has been unemployed so long it affects them mentally
and physically.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Time is up.

SENATOR HIGGINS: And I see them going on welfare. I could

have supported this till the word "users fee" was mentioned.
Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Senator Hefner, then Senator Warner, then
Senator Lundy. Senator Hefner.

SENATOR HEFNER: Mr. President, I call the question.

SPEAKER NICHOL: The question has been called. Do 1 see
five hands? I do. The question is, shall debate cease?
All those in favor vote aye, opposed nay. We're voting on

ceasing debate. Please vote promptly if you care to.
Record, Mr. Clerk, please.

CLERK: 28 ayes, O nays to cease debate, Mr. President.
SPEAKER NICHOL: Senator Vard Johnson to close, please.

SENATOR V. JOHNSON: Before I close 1I1'd like to have a call
¢f the house, please.

SPEAKER NICHOL: The question is, shall the house go under

call. All those in favor vote aye, opposed nay. Record,
please.

CLERK: 10 ayes, O nays to go under call.
SPEAKER NICHOL: The House is under call. All those outside
the Chamber, please return to the Chamber promptly. Those

here, record your presence and as you come back please
record your presence. Unauthorized personnel please leave
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
