Then the next thing Senator Wesely does, an d he h as t h e
amendment up there, is to reduce it to 1.5 percent and he
argues, now that we' ve done away with the exclusion the cent
a nd a ha l f i s e nou g h . So he tries to get you t o do t h a t .
Then when you' re d o wn to a ce n t a nd a ha l f al l t h es e p e o p l e
who are o f f e n d ed by the exclusions come roaring b ack i n t o
add it all back in again. And then we have not made the tax
cut . Th e l obb y m anipula t es , ma n i p u l a t e s , manipulates.
We' re l i ke a little fish bowl here and we' re all swimming
around, the big cat comes around and he grabs his paw down
into the water and we all flitter away. I tell you we
should be like a bunch of piranha and grab that little paw
and pull him down into the water and make him struggle for
his life. I hope you won't adopt another one of these kinds
of amendments. Thank you.
