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it together in this body about ten times today thought this
was an integral part of the package. Right o r wron g , I
think that the issue has been voted on r epeatedl y an d t h e y
decided ag a i ns t i t , so it wouldn't be bad to stick with that
same position and maybe that would bring it to a head then.
I think there were other opportunities if you wanted to
maintain the budget and the system as it was, there w ere
other opportunities and they were no t se i zed . Th ey were
las t wee k , he r e t od ay , with my new pioneering and rule
making . Th o se we r e rejected and so I think t ha t t he
indication is clearly, f or wh a t e ve r r ea s o n s , a majority
don't want to put these commissions back in a nd maybe t h a t
is the way it should stay.

PRESIDENT: Senator Hannibal. Senator Vickers is next.

SENATOR HANNIBAL: Mr. President and members, I w a n t
e verybody t o u n d e r s t a n d what t h e y ' r e d o i n g w h en we do t h i s
and I understand what it's going to do and I d i dn ' t ob j ec t
t o i t . I f i t goe s, w e' ve p r o b ab l y so l v e d our problem. If
it doesn't go, I suggest to you we haven't solved a t h i ng .
Now make sure yo u u n ders t a n d what you' re doing, that you' re
buying off a situation and you' re not compromising . I f i t
flies and they put them b ack i n , we h av e si l en c e d some
fairly vocal and articulate opposition. If it doesn't fly,
there is absolutely no guarantee that you have done that and
I would suggest to you that you have n ot . I h ave v ot ed
against the reinstitution of these commissions. I wi l l
continue to. I h ave feelings, rationalities a s t o why I
think that these ought not to be a form of state government
and I can hold to those. I 'm not about to change my vote
j ust t o sol v e t h i s pa r t i cu l ar budget dilemma. There may be
some of you that are going to do it for that purpose. If
you do, so be it, but understand what you ' r e d oi n g . You
haven't really solved a problem, you' ve just bought o ff a
s i t u a t i on .

SENATOR VICKERS: Mr. President and members.

PRESIDENT: Haberman is next.

SENATOR VICKERS- I hav e a s uspic i o n an d n o matter what is
said it's not going to change any votes because I think a
lot of folks, most people's mind is made up anyhow, but I
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
