Initiative 300. The fact of the matter is if there is going
to be profit made we can produce the red meat, w e can do a l l
of those things without corporate investments to do it. The
fact of the matter is there are some folks out there that
are a little nervous right now because they might wind up
with some land and then have to sell it again while the
p rices a r e st i l l d own . Th at i s t h e whole c ru x o f t he
problem. They might wind up with some land and then not be
able to hang on to it long enough for the price to reverse
itself. Well, personally, if I lose t he p l a ce , I ' d k i nd of
like a chance to get back in the business again . I ' m d u mb
enough to think that maybe some day it will get better. But
I really and truly believe that if this body wants to be a
deliberative body, and if we want to serve the interests of
the state well, that we ought to at least move into this
study mechanism in a fair and equitable manner. It's pretty
obvious that there are those people in here that don't want
to do that, they want to do it quickly and get it over with.
Now I„ fo r one , am no t wi l l i ng t o s tal l i t and sa y I do n ' t
want to study it, I never want to have a report, that is not
my position at all. But I would u rge you t o n o t go al on g
with those folks that say, we want to get it done quickly,
and we want to make certain that there are certain things in
it and action takes place. I disagree with that concept. I
disagree with that action and I would hope that you would
too. Thank you, Mr. President.
