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said, of the horsepower and the engine size as far as what
that fee may be ultimately. A four wheel drive tractor may
run as high as 14 to 15 thousand to be actually tested.
There are a variety of different tests that the tractors
will have to go through before they are actually approved.

SENATOR HIGGINS: Well the fiscal note says it eliminates
the statutory requirements for tractor engine testing.
Tractor testing receives no state General Fund
appropriation. The facility itself is supported from fees
charged the manufacturers for the test. In terms of
reality, almost $300,000 is probably a realistic savings for
the fiscal year revolving fund. However, the operating
budget base used in the year...

SENATOR CARSTEN: One minute.

SENATOR HIGGINS: ...requests of 331,000, plus any
inflationary factors deemed appropriate, would be the
appropriate budget and fiscal note figure.

SENATOR R. JOHNSON: Well, Senator...

SENATOR HIGGINS: Are we asking to give $331,000 to the
university, or are we saying this is a chance for the
university to get $331,000 from somebody else?

SENATOR R. JOHNSON: No, that is not true. As a matter of
fact you are reading from actually the old bill in which we

would have stricken the language dealing with the Nebraska
tractor law.

SENATOR HIGGINS: 1I'm reading from the fiscal note.

SENATOR R. JOHNSON: Yes, I understand. But the fiscal
note, I think, is speaking to the bill itself, not to the
committee amendments which basically rewrite the bill.

SENATOR CARSTEN: Fifteen seconds.

SENATOR HIGGINS: I'm not a lot smarter than I was when I
started.

SENATOR R. JOHNSON: I'm sorry I can't answer all your
questions.
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
