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if you strike it from the bill, it will leave it in the
statutes, if I am making my point clear.

SENATOR REMMERS: I see. I understand. I would have to
have another amendment. I will have to reconsider that.

SENATOR VICKERS: I think it was your intention to repeal
that from the statutes. Is that correct?

SENATOR REMMERS: Right, that was my intention. I will have
to put another amendment in there.

SENATOR VICKERS: Okay, thank vyou, Senator Remmers, because
I would have to object to Senator Remmers' amendment as
drafted because I have some concern about sending the wrong
message. I think it would not meet what I think Senator
Remmers' intention is, so with that, Mr. President, 1 guess
I would hope that there would be time or I will keep talking
until Senator Remmers gets another amendment up there, if he
wants to do it that way. Thank you, Mr. President.

SENATOR REMMERS: Mr. President, I would withdraw that
amendment.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Okay, it 1is withdrawn. Senator Remmers,
were you going to present another amendment? All right, we
will wait a moment. Senator Remmers.

SENATOR REMMERS: I would prefer to amend it on Select File.
I am not ready to do it now. Thank you.

SPEAKER NICHOL: All right. Anything else on it, Mr. Clerk.
We don't have any other speakers. Senator Vickers, would
you like to close on the advancement of the bill.

SENATOR VICKERS: I would just move the advancement of LB 5,
Mr. President.

SPEAKER NICHOL: All right. The question is the advancement
of LB 5. All those in favor vote aye, opposed nay. The
question is the advancement of LB 5. Record, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: 28 ayes, 5 nays, Mr. President, on the motion to
advance LB 5 to E & R for Review.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Okay, LB 5 advances. Go to LB 14 with
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
