recreation center, poor babies. Is that what education is
about? That's what it‘s about, isn't it? Better facilities
for playing.

tell you, in Omaha we've got a lot of places you can go play
tennis and raquetball. I remember my brother playing
football in the streets and kick the can, but of course, he

couldn't afford to go to the University and have a nice

recreation center.

SENATOR HIGGINS: So if they're willing to pay for their own

recreation center, let them pay for their own education.
