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increased 39 percent per year. In the last 16 years if you
want to count '68, that is 36.87 percent. In other words,
it has increased 590 percent the state General Fund,
590 percent. Now you have already given them the money from
the Driver's Education and you want to give them more money
to spend for what? With that, I will withdraw my motion and
let's go.

PRESIDENT: What's up, Mr. Clerk?

CLERK: Mr. President, I have nothing further on the bill.

PRESIDENT: Read LB 7.. LB 35, what is the number? 35.

CLERK: (Read LB 35 on Final Reading.)

PRESIDENT: We are on Final Reading. Members please take

your seats. All provisions of law relative to procedure
having been complied with, the question is, shall the bill

pass? Request for roll call vote. Senator Hannibal, for
what purpose do you rise?

SENATOR HANNIBAL: Are we under call, Mr. President?

PRESIDENT: We are on Final Reading.

SENATOR HANNIBAL: Could we ask that everybody punch in and
do we have any excused?

PRESIDENT: We have one excused. Two, three members excused
at the present time.

SENATOR HANNIBAL: Could we ask everybody to punch in and
who are excused, if that is possible?

PRESIDENT: Members will please record your presence. We
have a request for a roll call in reverse order when we get
to the vote. Senator Hall, Senator Beutler, Senator Labedz.
Senator Beutler, would you please check in. Senator Wesely.
Senator Wesely is on his way. Senators Chambers and Vickers
are excused at the present time. Senator Hannibal.

SENATOR HANNIBAL: Do we know whether Senator Chambers is in
the building or not?

PRESIDENT: The house is under call technically, at least,
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
