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SPEAKER NICHOL: (Gavel.) If I could have your attention a

moment, ladies and gentlemen, I'd request that you please return

to your seat for a brief resolution having to do

CLERK: Mr. President, with the permission of the Chair and the

permission of the membership I would propose to add the names of

all 49 members to the following resolution. Mr. President,
LR 1 offered by the membership. (Read LR 1. See page 12 of

the Legislative Journal.) Mr. President, pursuant to that

resolution I have a motion from Senator Smith. Senator Smith

would move to suspend Rule 4, Section 6 so as to permit
consideration of LR 1 today.

I would also ask you, for those of you that

could possibly make it this afternoon, the interment and the

funeral will be in Hastings, Nebraska. The funeral will be at

the First Presbyterian Church at two o'clock with the interment

following at the Park View Cemetery and there will be some

transportation provided and I think Pat will tell you a little

bit more about that. Thank you.
