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June 30, 1992, and on each subsequent October 1. The department
then shall compile the written report from each county and
summarize the findings in a written report to the Legislature by
December 31, 1992, and on each subsequent December 31. The
report shall include the status of the number and use of
community service placements, the locations of the placements,
and the number of hours and work skills addressed in the
placements. And | feel at some point if we*re going to do this
we"ll at Jleast get some type of reporting as to what types of
placements they are, what job skills specifically were given
them and have a little bit more control or information about
what these people are being asked to do. Is it legitimate or is
it simply other types of work that they are forced to do to get
that which they deserve and are entitled for, but they have to

do the degrading tasks in order to receive it. If they don"t
report, then 1 think that"s...if they don"t file a report, 1
think that would say something to the Legislature, and 1
guarantee 1 would come back and remove this bill, as best 1
could, from the statutes. But that would be the amendment at
this point. I hope the body would agree to it.

SPEAKER BAACK: Discussion of the amendment. Senator Byars.

SENATOR BYARS: Yes, Mr. Speaker, 1"d have a question for
Mr....for Senator Bernard-Stevens, if he would yield, please.
SPEAKER BAACK: Senator Bernard-Stevens, would you please
respond.

SENATOR BYARS: Senator Bernard-Stevens, both Senator Abboud and
Senator Wesely, who have worked on this legislation, are not

present this morning. Have you discussed with them this
amendment?
SENATOR BERNARD-STEVENS: Yes, in fact, on the floor, when the

bill came up on General File 1 voiced my appreciation to Senator
Abboud for bringing a piece of legislation that was more
acceptable to what we®"ve had in the past, and 1 promised 1 would
work with them to try to alleviate my fears. This amendment,
quite honestly. Senator Wesely and | have worked on. Senator
Wesely is in agreement. And 1 have not talked to Senator
Abboud, to be honest with you. 1 don"t particularly think there
would be a problem, “cause all we"re asking the agencies to do
is to file a report on what it is that they"re assigning to
people, and asking them to...the department to compile the
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
