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improperly constructs or they use inadequate safety measures to 
protect individuals riding along the highway and then they want 
immunity from that type of protection or type of construction 
that is done by a contractor for the state. I have an amendment 
on that. I want you to understand that these particular 
amendments that have been adopted onto this bill really don't 
have anything to do with the technical problems that are being 
raised by Senator Kristensen. They don't have anything to do 
with it. And, if their only concern in passing LB 262 is 
for...to deal with these technical changes that they would like 
to deal with involving assumption of the risk or when does LB 88 
actually go into effect, we can deal with those in the earlier 
section. But the inspection section and the road construction 
section have absolutely nothing to deal with those problems that 
have been raised by the sponsors of this bill. I would urge the 
adoption of my amendment. Thank you.
PRESIDENT MOUL: Yhank you Senator Abboud, Senator Lindsay.
Seeing no one else wishing to speak on the amendment, we will 
now vote on the Abboud amendment. Senator Abboud, would you 
like to h.«ve a closing?
SENATOR ABBOUD: I'll waive.
PRESIDENT MOUL: We will now vote on the Abboud amendment. All
those in favor please vote aye, opposed nay.
