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SENATOR SCHMIT: One final question, does the committee have any
information as to the utilization of the libraries that are
being impacted here, and do you estimate that that will improve
or grow, and if so, by what extent?

SENATOR  MOORE: Well, 1 remember, once again, this is the
hearing, and maybeSenator Wehrbein or Senator Robak can answer
this question better than 1 can, but 1 know that as you make
that library more accessible,...
