Its
aim is to increase the forested lands from one to two
percent of the state and increase the number of street
trees in Nebraska communities from a hundred trees per
street mile to a recommended two hundred trees per street
mile.

time to organize much of the effort. Arbor Day programs
can be the highlight of each community, and each community®s
tree planting activities for the Plant Two Trees program.
