He was a r e s i d e n t  o f  t h e  
37 th  D i s t r i c t  u n t i l  h i s  d e a t h ,  t h e  D i s t r i c t  t h a t  I r e p r e ­
s e n t .  You a l s o  know t h a t  he  was a S t a t e  S e n a t o r  from 
59  t o  f6 7 and he was S p e a k e r  i n  f65 o f  t h i s  body .  L a t e r  he 
was a p p o i n t e d  t o  t h e  Farmer s  Home A d m i n i s t r a t i o n  and was 
E x e c u t i v e  S e c r e t a r y  o f  t h e  League o f  N ebraska  M u n i c i p a l i t i e s .
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During  h i s  t e r m  o f  S e n a t o r  he was one o f  t h e  p e o p l e  t h a t  
worked t r y i n g  t o  a b o l i s h  t h e  p e r s o n a l  p r o p e r t y  t a x  way back  
t h e n  t h a t  we a c c o m p l i s h e d  i n  t h e  l a s t  few y e a r s .  He a l s o  
was a c t i v e  i n  h i s  l o c a l  community and had Deen Mayor o f  
Red Cloud  and I  t h i n k  i t  beho oves  t h i s  body t o  e x t e n d  o u r  
sympathy f o r  Kenneth  Bowen and t h a t  we r e c o g n i z e  t h e  c o n t r i ­
b u t i o n  t h a t  he  made to  t h e  S t a t e  o f  N e b r a s k a .
